Local attractions /possible excursions

e Sardargarh Fort tour - Sardargarh itself has a very
interesting history the fort tour lasts 2 to 3 hours.

¢ Village - Local market and local handicraft shops and
artisans at Lawa village.

¢ Local visits - Visit Banjara village (local colourful
gypsies), Kalbeliya Tribe, Family Bagh and Talao
Paal - evening outing and boating on the lake,
campfire and dinner.

¢ Udaipur - A mere 95 km away from Sardargarh lies
the city of Udaipur situated on the bank of Lake
Pichola. Udaipur is a city of palaces, gardens, and
lakes. The Lake Palace and the beautiful City
Palace, (part of which has been converted into a
museum housing the largest collection of crystal in
the world,) are just two of Udaipur’s main
attractions. A full day trip departing at 7 a.m.
including Banjara (gypsy) village is recommended.

¢ Ranakpur Jain Temples - 110 km away Ranakpur
Jain temples are known for their exquisite carving.
The temple complex includes 1,444 carved pillars,
no two of which are alike.

¢ Kumbalgarh Fort - Kumbalgarh Fort - 55 km. built
in the 15th century and enlarged through the
1800's its perimeter walls extend 36 kilometres in
length, claimed to be the longest in the world
after the Great Wall of China. Over 360 temples are
within the fort, 300 ancient Jain and the rest Hindu.
The vista from the palace top typically extends tens
of kilometres into the Aravalli Range. Kumbhalgarh
is also a birthplace of Maharana Pratap, the great
king and warrior of Mewar.

¢ Rural Rail - A local train ride (metre gauge) through
wooded hills, waterfalls, tunnels From Sardargarh
to Goramghat, lunch at Goramghat and returning
back to Sardargarh by 6.30 p.m.). A truly unique
experience.

¢ Nature trip - In the forest reserve of Semm ka
Magra - a day outing including lunch at Chaat ki
Kuie.

e Delwara - Four 14th Century Jain temples, 450-year-
old Delwara village.

¢ Eklingji Temple - A temple complex consisting of
108 temples built of sandstone and marble, dating
back to 734 A.D., and a mere 21 km away.

* Nagda Temples - This site offers a cluster of temples
that have intricate stone carvings and are in close
proximity to a lily pond. At only 6 km away, this
attraction is nearby for guests at Devi Garh.

¢ Nathdwara Temples - A Vaishnava place of
worship built in the 18th century, it is one of India’s
most renowned shines to Shri Nathji (the Hindu
God Krishna). 46 km away.
